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REWRITING HISTORY
A Victory for Truth in the Public School System

A school district in California that tried to
stop a teacher from using various /historical docu-
ments was sued for censorship by the Alliance
Defense Fund. In Cupertino, the Stevens Creek
School District told Stephen Williams that he
could not provide students with supplemental
handouts of excerpts from the Declaration of
Independence and the diaries of John Adams and
George Washington. Why? Because in those
writings were references to God and to religion.

The Principal of the school said that Williams
would be unconstitutionally promoting his own
religious agenda. The attorney for the Alliance
Defense Fund, on the other hand, said that his
client was the victim of Anti-Christian bigotry.

According to Gary McCaleb, the ADF lawyer,
Williams had been singled out for discrimination.
Other teachers were allowed to use supplemental
materials. Williams was stopped simply because
of the so-called Constitutional “Separation of
Church and State,” which does not exist in the
United States Constitution.

The Association of Christian Educators is
outraged that a public school would prohibit the
use of historical documents, because of their own
anti-Christian agenda. Finn Larsen, executive
director of the Christian Educators Association,
said that the First Amendment was meant to
inhibit governmental interference in religious
expression and not to launch governmental road
blocks. He said, “The Establishment Clause was
never written to establish a God-free zone in the

public arena.” This makes one wonder, are we
supposed to hide away the evidences of the faith
of our Founding Fathers? Is it not politically
correct to let our young people see the actual
words and sentiments of our leaders when this
nation was created?

And now, the REST of the story.....

The Alliance Defense Fund has reached a
settlement with the Cupertino School District in
this case. The district will no longer censor what
teacher Stephen Williams hands out in class just
because he is a Christian. He had been stopped
from handing out readings such as William
Penn’s Frame of Government and excerpts from
the Declaration of Independence.

The school district also agreed that teachers
can talk about religion in schools, even their own
religious beliefs that they subscribe to, as long as
it is done objectively, and as long as teachers are
not trying to convert students to their particular
religious beliefs.

A former school administrator himself, Finn
Larsen said he wonders what the future holds.
“Are we going to rewrite history because the
word, ‘God’ is used in a document or text? It
would be impossible to do an honest research
into the history of this nation without uncovering
a Christian foundation intentionally engineered
by our forefathers. That foundation is what
makes America unique - and it should not be
minimized or denied.”

One small victory in what seems to be a never
ending war to preserve our nation’s Christian birth
and heritage. Let’s keep fighting to save it!
